Child Care Information

It’s a joy to be able to minister to the very youngest members of our body and we appreciate the cooperation of all parents in helping us to provide care in a loving, Christ centered environment.  Childcare is provided during each of the four adult sessions (Friday night, Saturday morning, Saturday night and Sunday morning).  Each parent is required to serve one session.  Parents will sign up for a time slot at church and will receive a schedule showing their assigned time and place when they arrive at the retreat.  Every effort is made to put a parent with their child’s age group. Parents of babies and toddlers are asked to bring toys for the children to play with. The Details

When: April 15-17, 2011.  Our retreat begins with dinner on Friday night at 5:30 and ends after our morning gathering on Sunday (no lunch on Sunday).

Location: The Salvation Army Camp Mt. Crags / Camp Gilmore.  Take the 101 south, exit at Las Virgenes Rd. (Malibu Canyon Rd.).  Go right to Tapia Park (approximately 5 miles from Hwy 101).  Turn right into the park and follow signs to the Salvation Army Camp.  There are two gates with access codes.  At the Ranger Station Kiosk enter # (pound) 1865 and at the camp gate enter # (pound) 1865. Parking is limited, so CARPOOLING is strongly encouraged (besides it’s more fellowship time). Camp phone number is (818) 222-6327.

Accommodations & Pricing (Please review carefully, as you will be asked to request your preference):

IMPORTANT TO NOTE: Teens are age 13-18; Kids age 4-12, Children 3 and under are free.
High Schoolers not staying in the same camp or cabin as their family must register separately. All other children must be accompanied by an adult.
Camp Gilmore – Only a few minutes walk from Mt. Crags, where most of the retreat activities take place. All the great meals are prepared by SBCC’s own happy campers and served in the Camp Gilmore dining room.

· Cabin (plan G1): Clean but simple cabins with 10 beds per cabin.  Bathrooms are nearby.  Adult $85, Teen $65, Kid $50. Family maximum $285.

· Lodge Room (plan G2): Rooms with 2 sets of bunk beds (4 beds) and space for sleeping bags or porta-cribs.  Bathrooms are attached and shared with one other room.  Families w/ min of 4 preferred.  Adult $125, Teen $80, Kid $60.  Family maximum $390.

· Wilderness Deck (plan G3): 26 spots for the adventurous only!  Outdoor covered deck with army cots and nearby bathroom.  This location is a long uphill climb from the dining hall. Discounted price: Adult $50, Teen $50, Kid $40.

· Tent (plan G4): Bring your own tent.  Only 5 spots available next to the Wilderness Decks, tents are not allowed anywhere else at camp. Adult $45, Teen $45, Kid $35.

Camp Mt. Crags – The main retreat center, where most of the retreat activities take place. All meals are prepared by the camp staff and served in the Mt. Crags dining room.

· Dorm Room (plan C1): Room with 2 single beds, space for portacrib or a couple of kids on the floor.  Shared bathrooms down the hall. Adult $125, Teen $95, Kid $65 Family maximum $410.

· Cabin (plan C2): Group rooms with 11 beds and an attached shared bathroom. Adult $100, Teen $80, Kid $60. Family maximum $340.

· Lodge Room (plan C3): 10 Lodge rooms for families of 4 or more, one being an infant or toddler.  Each is a private room with either a queen bed or 2 twins (sheets & towels included, large families may want to bring extras).  Rooms have floor space for sleeping bags or porta-cribs.  Most have attached bathroom, some have shared. Adult $155, Teen $120, Kid $70. Family maximum $500. Note: Some of these rooms are used for infant childcare during the adult meetings.

· RV Space (plan C4): 6 spaces w/ water/electric hookup for Camper or RV. Adult $75, Teen $60, Kid $40. Family maximum $250.

· Hotel (plan H): Private rooms for families, couples, or 3 singles in hotel-like setting.  Each room has 1 queen bed, 1 twin bed and lots of carpeted floor space for sleeping bags or porta-cribs.  Bathrooms are private (tubs included in most).  Sheets and towels included, though large families may want to bring extras.  Handicap access rooms available. Adult $180, Teen $180, Kid $125.  Family maximum $665.​​​​

Signups & Payment: Online retreat sign-ups will start March 1st, and continue Sundays after worship.  In ordered to be considered for the housing lottery, you must have registered online by Saturday March 19.  Registrations after that date are on a first come basis, depending upon your desired housing. If you registered prior to March 1, please re-register as the system will be updated on Monday, February 28.
You will receive a confirmation email telling you how much to pay when your accommodations have been verified. Total balance must be paid by Sunday, March 27th.  Checks payable to “SBCC” can be mailed to Sara Rudeen, 530 Woodleaf Lane, Goleta, CA 93117. Spots not paid for by March 27th will be reassigned to individuals on the waiting list.  
We do not want anyone to miss the retreat for financial reasons, camperships are available if necessary.  Please speak to Sara or one of the Elders.

Refunds: The last date we can allow refunds for those unable to attend is Sunday, March 27th.  If you need to cancel, please telephone Sara at 685-8577 immediately, so we can reassign your spot to someone on the waiting list.  No refunds will be granted after March 27th.

What to bring: Bibles, notebook, sleeping bag or bedding (if not provided – see above descriptions), towels, toiletries, flashlights, warm clothing for evenings, etc.

What not to bring: Absolutely no pets, bikes, skateboards, scooters, roller-blades or roller-skates.  Thanks in advance for your understanding and cooperation.

What’s next: Those confirmed for Camp Gilmore Cabins (G1) will sign up for cabin-mates beginning Sunday, March 27th. Payments for these cabins are also due before you can put your name on a cabin list.
