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5/6 and Junior High youth group meets at the 
11am service most Sundays. High School youth 
group meets on Sundays at “The Six”.

We place high priority on the engagement and 
incorporation of our students in the life of the 
larger church body. We do this in two ways. First, 
we coordinate our teaching with the larger church 
body so families can leave on Sundays having 
studied the same passage. 

Our students also regularly attend a main service 
to worship with the larger church body.

Small groups are one of the key centerpieces to 
our ministry. They provide opportunity for long-
term discipleship with a leader, fellowship with 
other students, and the experience of pursuing 
your Christian life in community.

Starting in 7th grade, we aim to put together 
groups of 4-8 students with a leader who will 
walk with them through high school. In junior 
high, small groups meet every other week, and 
then move to meeting weekly in high school. 
Small group leaders work in conjunction with 
Youth Ministry staff to choose topics of focus and 
study.
